Subject:	 2008·2009 National Board Certification for Teachers Recruitment Meetings 

The Louisiana Department of Education (LOGE) is announcing the 2008-2009 National Board 
Certification for Teachers regional recruitment meetings to be held during February. March and April 
2008. These meetings will provide an opportunity for interested teachers in your district to learn more 
about the National Board Certification process and the benefits of becoming a National Board 
Certified Teacher (NBCT). 

The National Board for Professional Teaching Standards (NBPTS) is an independent, nonprofit, 
nonpartisan and nongovernmental organization formed to advance the quality of teaching and 
learning by developing professional standards for accomplished teaching and creating a voluntary 
system to certify teachers who meet those standards. 

Becoming an NBCT has many professional, monetary, and educational bene'fits, including the 
fonowing: 

•	 NBCTs consistently demonstrate an increase in knowledge of sUbject matter, ability to adapt 
instruction, and ability to create challenging and engaging lessons; 

•	 Students of NBeTs score 7 to 15 percentage points higher on year-end tests than students of 
non-NBCTs; NBCTs are shown to be particularly effective with minority students (Goldhaber 
& Anthony, 2004); 

•	 Public and Charter school NBeTs receive an annual state stipend of $5,000 for the life of the 
certificate (some Districts provide an additional stipend); and 

•	 NBC candidates earn Continuing Learning Units. 

Currently, Louisiana ranks 13th in the nation in the number of teachers who have earned National 
Board Certification. Louisiana has a total of 1217 NBCTs in Louisiana, and the number continues to 
increase. 

The Louisiana Initiative involves recruiting teachers and providing eligible candidates a $2,000 
subsidy to partially fund the $2,565 NBPTS appUcation fee. In addition, free monthly candidate 
support meetings are provided to the eligible NBC candidates. These meetings are facilitated by 
current NBCTs.
